9 But you [are] a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy na-
tion, a people for a possession, in order that you may proclaim
the excellencies of character of him who called you out of dark-
ness into his marvelous light,

10 who [were] at one time not a people, but [are] now [the]
people of God; who had not been shown mercy, but has now
been shown mercy.

11 Beloved, | exhort [you] as foreigners and sojourners to ab-
stain from fleshly lusts which wage war against the soul,

12 while having your conduct among the gentiles [as] good, in
order that, in [that] in which they speak against you as evildoers,
they may by [your] good works, when [they] observe [them], glo-
rify God on [the] day of visitation.

13 Therefore subject yourselves to every human authority sys-
tem for the sake of the Lord, whether to a king as [the] one who
is in authority,

14 or to governors as [those] who are sent by him for [the]
punishment of evildoers and [the] praise of [those] who do good,

15 because the will of God is as follows, namely, that by doing
good [you] should silence the ignorance of foolish men;

18 Slaves?, subject yourselves to [your] masters with all fear,
not only to the good and moderate, but also to the crooked.

20 For what credit [is it] if, when [you] sin and are beaten, you
endure? But if, when [you] do good and suffer, you endure, this
[is] favor with God.

21 For you were called for this, because Christ also suffered
on our behalf with the result that [he] left an example for us, in or-
der that you might follow in his footsteps,

22 who committed no sin, nor was deceit found in his mouth;

23 who, while [he] was being reviled, was not reviling in return;

9 But ye [are] a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy
nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of
him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light:

10 Which in time past [were] not a people, but [are] now the
people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have ob-
tained mercy.

11 Dearly beloved, | beseech [you] as strangers and pilgrims,
abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul;

12 Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that,
whereas they speak against you as evildoers, they may by [your]
good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of
visitation.

13 Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord’s
sake: whether it be to the king, as supreme;

14 Or unto governors, as unto them that are sent by him for
the punishment of evildoers, and for the praise of them that do
well.

15 For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to
silence the ignorance of foolish men:

16 As free, and not using [your] liberty for a cloke of malicious-
ness, but as the servants of God.

17 Honour all [men]. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honour
the king.

18 Servants, [be] subject to [your] masters with all fear; not
only to the good and gentle, but also to the froward.

19 For this [is] thankworthy, if a man for conscience toward
God endure grief, suffering wrongfully.

20 For what glory [is it], if, when ye be buffeted for your faults,
ye shall take it patiently? but if, when ye do well, and suffer [for
it], ye take it patiently, this [is] acceptable with God.

3 Whose adorning let it not be that outward [adorning] of plait-
ing the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel;

4 But [let it be] the hidden man of the heart, in that which is
not corruptible, [even the ornament] of a meek and quiet spirit,
which is in the sight of God of great price.

5 For after this manner in the old time the holy women also,
who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being in subjection
unto their own husbands:
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6 as Sarah obeyed Abraham by calling him lord, of whom you
become children if [you] do good and fear no terror at all.

7 Likewise, husbands, dwell according to knowledge with the
female as with [the] weaker vessel, showing_honor? as also [the]
fellow heirs of [the] grace of life, in order that your prayers may
not be cut off.

8 And finally, all [of you], [be] united in thinking, sympathetic,
having brotherly love, tenderhearted, friendly,

9 while not recompensing evil for evil or reviling for reviling;
but on the other hand while blessing, because [you] know that
you were called for this, namely, that you should inherit a bless-
ing.

10 For he who wants to love life and to see good days, let him
restrain his tongue from evil and his lips from speaking deceit;

11 let him turn away from evil and do good; let him seek
peace and pursue it,

12 for the eyes of [the] Lord [are] upon [the] righteous, and his
ears [are] toward their prayers, but [the] face of [the] Lord [is]
against [those] who do evil.

13 And who [is] he who will harm you if you are [the] imitators
of that which is good?

[you would be?] blessed. And do not fear their intimidation or be

20 because [they] were at one time disobedient when once
the patience of God was waiting in [the] days of Noah while an

21 to which also an antitype now saves us, baptism (not [the]
removal of dirt from [the] flesh, but [the] formal request of a good
conscience toward God?), through [the] resurrection of Jesus

7 Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with [them] according to
knowledge, giving honour unto the wife, as unto the weaker ves-
sel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; that your
prayers be not hindered.

8 Finally, [be ye] all of one mind, having compassion one of
another, love as brethren, [be] pitiful, [be] courteous:

9 Not rendering evil for evil, or railing for railing: but contrari-
wise blessing; knowing that ye are thereunto called, that ye
should inherit a blessing.

10 For he that will love life, and see good days, let him refrain
his tongue from evil, and his lips that they speak no guile:

11 Let him eschew evil, and do good; let him seek peace, and
ensue it.

12 For the eyes of the Lord [are] over the righteous, and his
ears [are open] unto their prayers: but the face of the Lord [is]
against them that do evil.

13 And who [is] he that will harm you, if ye be followers of that
which is good?

14 But and if ye suffer for righteousness’ sake, happy [are ye]:
and be not afraid of their terror, neither be troubled;

15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and [be] ready al-
ways to [give] an answer to every man that asketh you a reason
of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear:

16 Having a good conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of
you, as of evildoers, they may be ashamed that falsely accuse
your good conversation in Christ.

17 For [it is] better, if the will of God be so, that ye suffer for
well doing, than for evil doing.

18 For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the
unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the
flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:

19 By which also he went and preached unto the spirits in
prison;

20 Which sometime were disobedient, when once the longsuf-
fering of God waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was a
preparing, wherein few, that is, eight souls were saved by water.

21 The like figure whereunto [even] baptism doth also now
save us (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the an-
swer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of
Jesus Christ:

22 Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God;
angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him.

CHAPTER 4

1 Therefore because Christ suffered in [the] flesh on our be-
half, you also, arm yourselves with the same thought, because
he who suffers? in [the] flesh has ceased from sin,

2 with the result that [he] lives the remaining time in [the] flesh
no longer according to [the] lusts of men but according to [the]
will of God.

3 For the time of life which has passed [was] enough for us to
do the will of the gentiles, because [we] have walked in licen-
tiousness, lusts, drunkenness, excessive feastings, drinking par-
ties, and unlawful idolatries,

4 in which they are surprised when you do not run with [them]
into the same flood of debauchery, with the result that [they] slan-
der [you],

5 who will give an account to him who is ready? to judge [the]
living and [the] dead.

6 For the gospel was proclaimed also to [the] dead for this,
namely, that they should be judged with reference to [the] flesh
according to men, but should live with reference to [the] spirit ac-
cording to God.

7 But the end of all [things] is3 near. Therefore be prudent and
be self-controlled for prayers;

8 but above all [things] have [your] love for each other [as] fer-
vent, because love will cover a multitude of sins.

9 [Be] hospitable to one another without murmurings;

CHAPTER 4

1 Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh,
arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suf-
fered in the flesh hath ceased from sin;

2 That he no longer should live the rest of [his] time in the
flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God.

3 For the time past of [our] life may suffice us to have wrought
the will of the Gentiles, when we walked in lasciviousness, lusts,
excess of wine, revellings, banquetings, and abominable idola-
tries:

4 Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with [them] to
the same excess of riot, speaking evil of [youl]:

5 Who shall give account to him that is ready to judge the
quick and the dead.

6 For for this cause was the gospel preached also to them that
are dead, that they might be judged according to men in the
flesh, but live according to God in the spirit.

7 But the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober,
and watch unto prayer.

8 And above all things have fervent charity among yourselves:
for charity shall cover the multitude of sins.

9 Use hospitality one to another without grudging.
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10 each [one of you], to the degree that he received a gift,
serve it to each other as [the] good administrators of [the] varied
grace of God.

11 If any [man] speaks, [let him speak] as [one who speaks
the] sayings of God; if any [man] serves, [let him serve] as [one
who serves] with [the] strength which God provides, in order that
in all [things] God may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to
whom belong glory and power to the ages of the ages. Amen.

12 Beloved, do not be surprised at the burning ordeal among
you while [it] is coming upon you for a trial, as if a strange [thing]
were happening to you;

13 but rejoice to the degree that you share in the sufferings of
Christ, in order that at the revelation of his glory you may also re-
joice with exultation?.

14 If you are reproached because of [the] name of Christ, [you
are] blessed, because the [Spirit] of glory and the Spirit of God
rest upon you; he is blasphemed among them, but he is glorified
among you.

15 By no means let any of you suffer as a murderer or a thief
or an evildoer, or as a busybody in the matters of others;

16 but if [any man suffers] as a Christian, let him not be
ashamed, but let him glorify God in this matter.

17 For the time that the judgment5 should begin with the
household® of God [is_coming”]; and if [it begins] with us first,
what [will be] the outcome of those who disobey the gospel of
God?

18 And if the righteous [man] is saved with difficulty, where will
the ungodly and sinful [man] appear?

19 Therefore also let those who suffer according to the will of
God entrust their souls while doing good?, as [one who entrusts]
to [the] faithful Creator.

1 The elders which are among you | exhort, who am also an
elder, and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partak-
er of the glory that shall be revealed:

2 Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the over-
sight [thereof], not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre,
but of a ready mind;
