2 We give thanks to God always for you all when [we] make
mention of you for ourselves in our prayers,

3 because [we] remember! unceasingly in the presence of our
God and Father your work of faith and labor of love and per-
severance of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ,

4 because [we] know, brothers who are loved by God, your se-
lection?,

5 because our gospel did not come to you with word only, but
also with power and with [the] Holy Spirit and with full assurance,
just as you know what kind of [men] we proved to be among you
for your sake.

6 And you became [the] imitators of us and of the Lord, by ac-
cepting the word in much affliction with [the] joy of [the] Holy
Spirit,

7 with the result that you became examples to all those who
believe in Macedonia and Achaia.

8 For not only has the word of the Lord been sounded forth
from you in Macedonia and Achaia, but also your faith which [is]
toward God has gone forth in every place, with the result that we
do not have a need to say any[thing].

9 For they themselves report concerning us what sort of ac-
ceptance we had toward you, and how you turned to God from
idols to serve [the] living and true God

10 and to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised up
from among [the] dead, Jesus who delivers us from the wrath
which is coming.

CHAPTER 2

1 For you yourselves know, brothers, our acceptance which
[was] toward you, that it has not been in vain,

2 but even after [we] suffered previously and were mistreated
in Philippi, as you know, we had the courage in our God to speak
to you the gospel of God with much struggle.

3 For our exhortation [does] not [come] from error, neither
from uncleanliness nor with deceit;

4 but just as we are approved by God to be entrusted with the
gospel, in this manner we speak, not as [those] who please men,
but God who examines our hearts.

5 For neither at any time did we come with [the] word of flat-
tery, as you know, nor with [the] pretext for greed (God [is] wit-
ness),

6 nor for the purpose of seeking glory from men, either from
you or from others, although [we] were able to claim authority! as
[the] apostles of Christ.

7 But we were gentle in your midst, as a nurse cherishing her
own children;

8 because [we] were so longing for you, we were well pleased
to share with you not only the gospel of God, but also our own
souls, because you were dear to us.

9 For remember?, brothers, our labor and hardship, for, by3
working night and day in order not to be a burden to any [one] of
you, we proclaimed to you the gospel of God.

10 You and God [are] witnesses that we behaved devoutly and
righteously and blamelessly toward you who believe,

11 just as you know that [we came] for the purpose of exhort-
ing and consoling and imploring you, each one of you, as a fath-
er [would] his own children,

12 that you should* walk worthily of God who calls you into his
own kingdom and glory.

13 Because of this we also give thanks to God unceasingly,
namely, that5 when [you] received [the] word of [the] message, of
God, from us, you accepted [it] not [as the] word of men, but, as
it truly is, [as the] word of God, which also works in you who be-
lieve.

14 For you, brothers, became [the] imitators of the churches
of God in Christ Jesus which are in Judea, because you also
suffered the same [things] at the hands of your own fellow coun-
trymen, just as they also [suffered] at the hands of the Jews,

15 who had killed both the Lord Jesus and their own prophets,
and had persecuted us severely, and are not pleasing God, and
[are] opposed to all men,

1 Paul, and Silvanus, and Timotheus, unto the church of the
Thessalonians [which is] in God the Father and [in] the Lord Je-
sus Christ: Grace [be] unto you, and peace, from God our Fath-
er, and the Lord Jesus Christ.

2 We give thanks to God always for you all, making mention of
you in our prayers;

3 Remembering without ceasing your work of faith, and labour
of love, and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, in the
sight of God and our Father;

4 Knowing, brethren beloved, your election of God.

5 For our gospel came not unto you in word only, but also in
power, and in the Holy Ghost, and in much assurance; as ye
know what manner of men we were among you for your sake.

6 And ye became followers of us, and of the Lord, having re-
ceived the word in much affliction, with joy of the Holy Ghost:

7 So that ye were ensamples to all that believe in Macedonia
and Achaia.

8 For from you sounded out the word of the Lord not only in
Macedonia and Achaia, but also in every place your faith to God-
ward is spread abroad; so that we need not to speak any thing.

9 For they themselves shew of us what manner of entering in
we had unto you, and how ye turned to God from idols to serve
the living and true God;

10 And to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised from
the dead, [even] Jesus, which delivered us from the wrath to
come.

CHAPTER 2

1 For yourselves, brethren, know our entrance in unto you,
that it was not in vain:

2 But even after that we had suffered before, and were
shamefully entreated, as ye know, at Philippi, we were bold in our
God to speak unto you the gospel of God with much contention.

3 For our exhortation [was] not of deceit, nor of uncleanness,
nor in guile:

4 But as we were allowed of God to be put in trust with the
gospel, even so we speak; not as pleasing men, but God, which
trieth our hearts.

5 For neither at any time used we flattering words, as ye know,
nor a cloke of covetousness; God [is] witness:

6 Nor of men sought we glory, neither of you, nor [yet] of oth-
ers, when we might have been burdensome, as the apostles of
Christ.

8 So being affectionately desirous of you, we were willing to
have imparted unto you, not the gospel of God only, but also our
own souls, because ye were dear unto us.

9 For ye remember, brethren, our labour and travail: for la-
bouring night and day, because we would not be chargeable unto
any of you, we preached unto you the gospel of God.

10 Ye [are] witnesses, and God [also], how holily and justly
and unblameably we behaved ourselves among you that believe:

11 As ye know how we exhorted and comforted and charged
every one of you, as a father [doth] his children,

12 That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you
unto his kingdom and glory.

13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, be-
cause, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us,
ye received [it] not [as] the word of men, but as it is in truth, the
word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe.

14 For ye, brethren, became followers of the churches of God
which in Judaea are in Christ Jesus: for ye also have suffered
like things of your own countrymen, even as they [have] of the
Jews:

CHAPTER 4

please God, that you should abound more and more?.

2 For you know what commands we gave you through the
Lord Jesus.

3 For this is [the] will of God, your sanctification, namely, that
you should abstain from sexual immorality;

4 that each [one] of you should know how to acquire his own

CHAPTER 5

1 Now concerning the times and the seasons, brothers, you

2 for you yourselves know accurately that the day of [the] Lord
comes as follows, as a thief in [the] night'.

3 For when they are saying, “Peace and safety,” then sudden
destruction comes upon them, just as birth pains [come upon]
her who is pregnant?, and they will certainly not escape.

4 But you, brothers, are not in darkness, with the result that
the day should catch you as a thief.

11 Therefore exhort3® one another and build up one another?,
just as you are also doing.

12 Now we ask you, brothers, to respect those who labor
among you and preside over you in [the] Lord and admonish you,

13 and to esteem them exceedingly5 in love because of their
work. Keep the peace among yourselves.

14 And we exhort you, brothers: admonish the disorderly, con-
sole the fainthearted, help the weak, be patient toward all [men].

15 See that no man recompenses evil for evil to any [man],
but always pursue that which is good both for one another and
for all [men].

16 Rejoice always;

17 pray unceasingly;

18 give thanks in every[thing]; for this [is the] will of God in
Christ Jesus for you.

Do not extinguish the Spirit;

do not disdain propheciess$;

examine all [things]; hold fast to that which is good;

abstain from every form of evil.

Now may the God of peace himself sanctify you [to be]
complete in every way, and may your spirit and soul and body be
kept blamelessly whole at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

8 But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the
breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of sal-
vation.

9 For God hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain salva-

14 Now we exhort you, brethren, warn them that are unruly,
comfort the feebleminded, support the weak, be patient toward
all [men].

15 See that none render evil for evil unto any [man]; but ever
follow that which is good, both among yourselves, and to all
[men].

16 Rejoice evermore.

17 Pray without ceasing.

18 In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in
Christ Jesus concerning you.

19 Quench not the Spirit.

20 Despise not prophesyings.

21 Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.

22 Abstain from all appearance of evil.

23 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and [l pray
God] your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blame-
less unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

24 Faithful [is] he that calleth you, who also will do [it].

25 Brethren, pray for us.

26 Greet all the brethren with an holy kiss.

27 | charge you by the Lord that this epistle be read unto all
the holy brethren.
